For in her there is a spirit that is intelligent, holy, unique, manifold,
subtle, mobile, clear, unpolluted, distinct, invulnerable, loving the
good, keen, irresistible, beneficent, humane, steadfast, sure, free
from anxiety, all-powerful, overseeing all, and penetrating through
all spirits that are intelligent and pure and most subtle. For wisdom
is more mobile than any motion: because of her pureness she
pervades and penetrates all things. For she is a breath of the power
of God, and a pure emanation of the glory of the Almighty; therefore
nothing defiled gains entrance into her. For she is a reflection of
eternal light, a spotless mirror of the working of God, and an image
of his goodness.

Though she is but one, she can do all things, and while remaining in
herself, she renews all things; in every generation she passes into holy
souls and makes them friends of God, and prophets; for God loves
nothing so much as the man who lives with wisdom. For she is more
beautiful than the sun, and excels every constellation of the stars.
Compared with the light she is found to be superior, for it is succeeded
by the night, but against wisdom evil does not prevail. She reaches
mightily from one end of the earth to the other, and she orders all
things well (Wisdom 7:15-8:1).
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In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and
the Word was God ... And the Word became flesh and dwelt among
us, full of grace and truth; we have beheld his glory, glory as of the
only Son from the Father (John 1:1,14).

He is the image of the invisible God, the first-born of all creation;

The veneration of Our Lady of Mount Carmel, often is asscciated with
the devotion of her title Stella Maris.

As seen, the Brown Scapular is not helding here, rather the
Carmelite's coat of arms, which includes stars.

Perhaps, a star there recalls the relationship with Our Lady, Star of the
Sea; as we know the sanctuary Stella Maris in Mount Carmel.
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The MOTHER of GOD

is the source of all her titles.

SAINT ELIZABETH ANN SETON was canonized in September 14, 1975 by
Pope Paul VI. Shortly the then Chief of Navy Chaplains, Monsignor John J. O'-
Connor (formerly John Cardinal O'Connor, the Archbishop of New York) took
the initiative to proclaim Mother Seton "PATRONESS OF THE SEA SERVICES"
for Catholic men and women in uniform the Navy, the Marine Corps, the Coast
Guard, and the Merchant Marine. Admiral James D. Watkins, then Chief of
Naval Personnel, collaborated closely with Rear Admiral O'Connor in that ef-
fort and in 1977 they struck a medal honoring Mother Seton because of her
link to the Navy through her two sons, William and Richard.

S e e

William Seton was appointed Midshipman on the fourth of July in 1817. In
February of 1818 he reported for duty aboard the USS INDEPENDENCE, and in
July he was assigned to the USS MACEDONIAN which sailed from Boston later
in the year on a cruise around Cape Horn to Valparaiso, Chile. While he was
on this voyage, his mother died on January 4, 1821. In May of 1822 he was or-
dered to the USS CYANE. This voyage in the Mediterranean and along the
coast of Africa lasted more than three years. Late in February of 1826 he was
given his commission as Lieutenant in the U.S. Navy. In November he was or-
dered to the Sloop of War HORNET which was sent from Norfolk, Virginia to
cruise the West Indian waters in search of pirates. He resigned as Lieutenant
on July 5 of 1834, almost seventeen years to the day he was appointed Mid-

shipman.

Richard Seton, the second son, was the Captain's clerk on the USS CYANE.
The Navy has very little information to give about Richard Seton. For almost a
year (June 1822 to April 1823), he was on duty with this ship off the coast of
Africa, where the United States Government was supporting the American
Colonizing Society in its efforts to found a free Negro Colony in Liberia. In a
letter from the Reverend Jehudi Ashmun, an Episcopalian missionary in the
area, we learn that Richard contracted a fatal fever while nursing the minister
back to life. Shortly afterwards, Richard Seton died of this fever on June 26 of
1823 and was buried at sea.

The great Doctor of the Church 5t. Augustine of Hippo spent over 30 years
working on his treatise De Trinitate [about the Holy Trinity], endeavoring to
conceive an intelligible explanation for the mystery of the Trinity.

The Vision of 5t. Augustine

5t. Augustine was walking by the seashore one day contemplating the
mystery of the Holy Trinity when he saw a little child running back and forth
from the water to a spot on the seashore. The boy was using a shell to carry
water from the large ocean and pour it into a small pit that he had made in the
sand.

Augustine came up to him and asked him what he was doing.

“I'm going to pour the entire ocean into this hole,” the boy replied.

“What?" said Augustine. “That is impossible, my dear child, the sea is so great
and the shell and the hole are so little.”

“That is true," the boy said. “It would be easier and quicker to draw all the
water out of the sea and fit it into this hele than for you to fit the mystery of the
Trinity and His Divinity into your little intellect; for the Mystery of the Trinity is
greater and larger in comparison with your intelligence than is this vast ocean
in comparison with this little hole.”

And then the child vanished.

What dees it mean?

Some say that 5t. Augustine had been talking with an angel sent by God to
teach him a lesson on intellectual pride. Others say it was the Christ Child
Himself who came to remind Augustine of the limits of human understanding
in relation to the great mysteries of our Faith.

The Sea Shell
Because of this story,
the sea shell has become a symbol of 5t. Augustine and the study of theology.

Blessed Duns Scotus, the Subtle Doctor and the Doctor of
Mary Immaculate, wrote about the subject “Primacy of
Christ.”

GOD’S PLAN was before the creation of time. In the
marvelous providence, the 2rd Person of the Trinity would
become in the INCARNATION and become the Head of
creation.

See the Catechism of the Catholic Church (CCC)
paragraphs 518, 1138 and cross-references about the
mystery of recapitulation/the Primacy of Christ.

PRIMACY of CHRIST

“GOD’S PLAN” is an article by Eusebe Menard, O.F.M. in the
MSA archives (God 10).

In his library is a book titled “La Royauté univereselle du
Sacré-Coeur I'Immaculée de Marie d’apres la doctrine du
Bienheureux Jean Duns Scot” - Les Vox Franciscaines; P.
Sigismond, OM Cap., 1925 [“The Sacred Heart’s Universal
Kingship and Mary’s Immaculate Conception according the
doctrine of Blessed John Duns Scotus”].

Blessed Duns Scotus, the Doctor of Mary Immaculate, wrote
about the subject “Primacy of Christ” It was not popular.
Historically, the 2nd Person of the Trinity was born to redeem
us from sins. So we listen to the song Exultant in the Easter
Vigil Liturgy for the “happy fault.”

Scotus concluded that sin should not be necessarily for the
Incarnation.

Many disagreed with Scotus and posed the question, “Why
challenge his idea when in fact, sin happened?”

The Franciscan Scotist position was avoided for about 700
years. Finally in the 20t century, the Franciscans changed
their opponents’ question into a declaration statement: “God’s
Plan was before time. In the marvelous providence, the 2nd
Person of the Trinity would become Incarnate and become the
Head of creation. So, we have the Primacy of Christ!”
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The diagram of GOD’S PLAN shows Mary, the Mother of God,
which makes implicit Scotus’ teaching about the Immaculate
Conception; however, is explicitly in these pages.

In 1943, Pope Pius Xll issued a decree declaring St. Francis of Paola the patron saint for
"...Universities charged with the care of the Maritime People, of navigation, of shipping companies,
and all ships of the Italian Kingdom."

Today, we share with you Pope Pius's decree and an excerpt from his biography when he sailed on
his staff to Sicily.

For perpetual remembrance. — That, by various opportunities, patronages of saints are granted to
Orders and associations of Christian society, and since the faithful are urged to beg assistance
from God in their needs confidently through the intercession of the heavenly ones, it also seems
fitting to Us, for the spiritual good of Italy’'s seafarers, to grant them a special heavenly Patron — a
thing to which they recently and earnestly petitioned Us by their prayers.

For We have learned how clearly, with faith, the confraternities and associations entrusted with the
cares of the maritime people and all the societies of navigation and of ships under Italian rule have
most earnestly entreated Us that We be pleased to establish Saint Francis of Paola as their
heavenly Patron before God; and these same pleas have been reinforced by urgent words from the
Princes of the House of Savoy and the Cardinal Archbishop of Genoa of the Holy Roman Church,
by either the Military Archbishop for Italy or the Ordinary or the Vicar General of the Order of
Minims, and finally by the civil rulers of Italy with their most ample votes.

For Saint Francis of Paola, Confessor, who was the founder of the Order of Minims and famed for
virtues and miracles, was enrolled among the saints by Our predecessor Pius Xll [note: should be
Leo XII? — see original; here text says "Decessore Nostro Leone Pp. decimo”], has long been
venerated with great devotion by the maritime people of Italy, since the life of that Wonderworker
itself is filled with marvels performed at sea and is often full of benefits for sailors; and afterwards
navigators invoked him and experienced the powerful protection of that same Saint against perils,
as may especially be gathered from the votive gifts themselves with which the Genoese temple-
sanctuary, known to all from the Tyrrhenian coasts and solemnly blessed a few years ago because
of its “bell of the sea,” is adorned.

Therefore, since it seems fitting to Us on this very day, namely the sixth day before the Kalends of
April — on which day in the year of salvation 1416 that same Wonderworker was born in Calabria —
to accede to those petitions, and having heard Our Venerable Brother Cardinal Bishop of
Palestrina, Prefect of the Sacred Congregation of Rites, by the tenor of these present Letters and
by the fullness of Our Apostolic power and forevermore, we willingly and of our own accord
establish and confirm Saint Francis of Paola, Confessor, as the special heavenly Patron before God
of the universities entrusted with the cares of the maritime people, of the societies of navigation,
and of all the shipping of the Kingdom of Italy.

All things to the contrary notwithstanding. We graciously decree these things, ordering that these
present Letters shall be firm, valid and effective and shall remain so perpetually; that they shall
attain and obtain their full and entire effect; and that they shall fully assist those to whom they
pertain or may pertain, now and in the future; and that thus they shall be judged and defined as
valid and that whatever to the contrary any person, knowingly or ignorantly, may attempt shall be
from now on null and void.

Given at Rome at Saint Peter’s, under the Fisherman’s Ring, the 26th day of the month of March, in
the year 1943, the fifth of Our Pontificate.
